What appears to be limited discretionary CCDF funding in FY 1997 actually reflects a shift to advance
appropriating of funds for the following fiscal year. The FY 1997 appropriation law provided $956 million for
CCDBG, with only $19 million available immediately during FY 1997, and the remainder available on Oct. I,
1997 (the first day of FY1998). In earlier years the funds appropriated for CCDBG became available for
obligation only in the last month of the given fiscal year, and therefore most of the appropriation for a given
year ($935 million in FY1996) was actually obligated in the following fiscal year.

This total does not include the $1.417 million that was transferred to the Centers for Medicare and
Medicaid under the Secretary's authority, per section 2008 of the Labor, HHS, and Education and Related
Agencies Appropriation Act of 2006.

In addition to the $2.127 billion appropriated in the FY2009 Omnibus Appropriations Act (P.L. I | [-8), the

American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (P.L. | | 1-5) provided an additional $2.0 billion in discretionary
funding for the CCDF in FY2009.
